· As the Management Committee wishes to apply for Community Amateur Sports Club status for 2010 we need to amend our rules to be able to make such an application. To this end the following amendments and inclusions need to be made to our rules and I ask you to review the following prior to the meeting. As an AGM is the only forum where such changes can be made I ask that you give a high level of priority to this matter.

Required Amendments to Club Rules to allow for CASC Application

1.4 – The purposes of the Club are to promote the amateur sport of cricket in Wellington and community participation in the same.

2.3 – Membership of the Club shall be open to anyone interested in the sport on application regardless of sex, age, disability, ethnicity, nationality, sexual orientation, religion or other beliefs. However, limitation of membership according to available facilities is allowable on a non-discriminatory basis.

2.4 – The Club may have different classes of membership and subscription on a non-discriminatory and fair basis. The Club shall keep subscriptions at levels that will not pose a significant obstacle to people participating.

 2.5 – The Club’s Management Committee may refuse membership or remove it only for good cause such as conduct or character likely to bring the Club or sport into disrepute. Appeal against such may be made to the Members.

5.2 – Any surplus income or profit will be invested in the Club with no surplus or asset being distributed to any member or third party.

5.5 – In the event of the dissolution of the Club, any remaining assets shall be given or transferred to another registered CASC, a registered charity or the sport’s governing body.

The 2010 season is a very important one in the future of the Club and there are many important issues that need to be looked at, reviewed and voted on and I encourage you to make every effort to attend this meeting.
